Consider an amendment to Appendix B - Zoning, Section 10 — Rezoning Ordinances of
the Bayport City Code of Ordinances

BACKGROUND AND STAFF COMMENTS

The intent of Section 10 — Rezoning Ordinances is to provide a reference list of land parcels that are
rezoned in the city. In the past, a complete legal description of the land being rezoned has been
included within the text of the ordinance. However, staff feels that this is not only cumbersome, but it
also is very costly to print, and can become outdated quickly, if the land parcel is split apart or
combined with other land parcels, resulting in a change to the legal description of the land, In
addition, there was no reference within this section of the ordinance that called for the rezoning of
parcels to be reflected on the city’s official zoning map, which is required, and corresponds with the
city’s current practice.

To simplify the text of the ordinance, and save on printing costs, staff is proposing to create an index
that would simply reference the rezoning of land parcels and their date of adoption. This index would
also then correspond with amendments to the zoning map.

Notice of the Planning Commission's public hearing was published in the Stillwater Gazette on
August 5, 2010. A draft of the proposed ordinance text is attached for reference.

PLANNING COMMISSION ACTION

At its meeting on August 16, 2010, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the proposed
ordinance amendment, Hearing no comments from the public, the Planning Commission voted 4-0 to
recommend approval of the ordinance amendment.

C. RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the approval of the draft ordinance amending Appendix B — Zoning, Section 10 —
Rezoning Ordinances of the Bayport City Code of Ordinances. City Council action to approve the
ordinance amendment is requested.



ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BAYPORT, WASHINGTON COUNTY, MINNESOTA,
AMENDING APPENDIX B — ZONING, SECTION 10 - REZONING ORDINANCES OF THE
BAYPORT CITY CODE

Section 1. The Bayport City Code is hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 1012. Rezoning of land parcels referenced by index and reflected by amendment to
city’s official zoning map.

All parcels rezoned hereinafter shall be referenced within the following index and reflected by
amendment to the city’s official zoning map. The city administrator and zoning administrator
shall be responsible for maintaining the rezoning index and the city’s official zoning map in
accordance with all approved amendments thereto. A current, up to date list of all land parcels
rezoned within the city and the official zoning map shall be on file in the office of the zoning

administrator.

RE: C0n§ider a one year contract extension with the Eckberg Law Firm to provide city legal
services

BACKGROUND

The general legal services and prosecution/public safety services contract is up for renewal at the end
of December 2010. Being I am still relatively new, and there will be a turn over in the City Council, I
would like to request that the City Council refrain from soliciting requests from other legal service
firms at this time. Instead, I am proposing to extend the contract for general (civil) legal services and
prosecution/public safety legal services with Eckberg, Lammers, Briggs, Wolff & Vierling, P.L.L.P.
for an additional year, to expire on December 31, 2011.

As part of the contract extension, Eckberg, Lammers, Briggs, Wolff & Vierling, P.L.L.P. has agreed to
freeze their 2010 rates for 2011. They have also offered to freeze their rates through 2012, should the
City be interested in entering into a multi-year contract.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the City Council approve a one year contract extension with Eckberg,
Lammers, Briggs, Wolff & Vierling, P.L.L.P., from January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2011, provided
they freeze both their general (civil) legal services and their prosecution/public safety legal services at
the 2010 rates for 2011.

Periodic meetings with City Administrator, Department Heads and staff to
identify service needs and issues of short and long-term importance.

Drafting and revisions or ordinances, resolutions and regulations,

Drafting and review of municipal contracts, joint powers agreements, and the like.
Review of contractor/vendor bond and insurance documents, and the like.
Research and preparation of legal opinions on municipal or other legal matters,
including open meeting law/data practices issues and general municipal

employment matters.

Providing periodic updates on significant developments in laws important to the
City to Administrator, Council and staff.

2. Additional Matters: The parties contemplate that the Law Firm may also provide civil
legal services outside the scope of services covered by the general services as described
above. These services shall be handled as follows:

Special Counsel: The City reserves the right to engage special counsel on any
issue where the City feels such representation is needed. The Law Firm will
cooperate with special counsel to the extent reasonably necessary and will
continue to serve as general counsel to the City. The firm will be advised when
special counsel is engaged and what level of involvement/cooperation is needed
from the firm. These legal services of the Law Firm will be billed to the City in
accordance with the hourly rates set forth above.

Bond Counsel/Attorney Matters: The Law Firm, unless requested by the City
and agreed to by both parties, will not perform legal services as “Bond
Counsel/Attorney.”



c. Prosecuting Attorney Matters: The Law Firm will perform legal services in the
“Prosecuting Attorney” area of services as described in a separate contract
between the City and the Law Firm.

Matters Covered by Insurance: The Law Firm will assist the City in submitting claims
for insurance coverage to various insurance carriers. Whenever a claim is made with an
insurance carrier, which arises out of a legal issue within the City Legal counsel shall
coordinate services with the selected insurer's counsel. At the point in time when an
insurance carrier admits coverage, and to the extent that they will provide retroactive
payments for attorneys’ fees, the Law Firm will receive its payments for services
rendered from the insurance carrier and not the City. To the extent that an insurance
carrier does not pay for legal services rendered by the Law Firm, including any
deductibles, the City will pay the Law Firm for services rendered at the rates charged to
the insurance company, subject to billing and payment provisions set forth below.

Conflict of Interest and Attorney/Client Privilege Issues:

a. Conflict of Interest: The Law Firm will notify the City if the Law Firm
represents or has ever represented an opposing party in a legal matter, whether
within or outside of any of the retainers. In the event of a conflict, the City shall
arrange for suitable, alternate representation.

b. Attorney/Client Privilege: The Law Firm is authorized to utilize e-mail without
encryption to transmit and receive confidential client information. Digital
cordless and cellular telephones within a digital service area would be best to be
used to transmit and receive confidential client information and may be used by
the Law Firm to transmit and receive confidential client information. The City
specifically acknowledges that it understands the confidentiality risks associated
with inadvertent interception.

c. Work Product: Pursuant to Rule 1.16(d) of the Minnesota Rules of Professional
Responsibility, upon termination of the professional relationship all retained
records, information and materials prepared or developed in connection with the
services provided shall be provided to the City.

d. Insurance: The Law Firm shall maintain professional liability (malpractice)
insurance at a minimum coverage level of $1,500,000 per claim, and $3,000,000
annual aggregate,

Billing Format, Cycle, Payment Expectations and Interests:
a. Billing Format: The Law Firm will submit monthly statements, itemizing legal

services rendered for the prior month broken down into categories. Time shall be
billed in one-quarter hour increments.



b. Billing Cycle: The Law Firm will bill monthly for legal services rendered in the
prior month. Generally, bills will go out approximately 10 days after the end of
the prior month.

c. Payment Expectations: The City will pay the bill of the Law Firm routinely
according to its internal payment procedures by forwarding a check to the Law
Firm paying for both legal services and expenses shown on the Law Firm’s bill.

d. Disputes: In the event that the City disputes any aspect of the Law Firm’s bill,
the appropriate City representative will contact Nicholas J, Vivian at the Law
Firm stating the nature of the dispute. Any unresolved disputes, controversies or
claims arising out of this Agreement shall be submitted to the attorney/client fee
arbitration program sponsored by the Minnesota State Bar Association.

Term of Agreement and Contacts:

a. Term: The term of this Agreement will be from January 1, 2011, to December
31, 2011.

1. During the term of the Agreement, either party may terminate the
Agreement upon 60 calendar days written notice to the other party.

ii. The parties agree to mutually evaluate the usage of legal services during
the prior year of this Contract in order to evaluate usage and identify areas
where modification(s) in the parties’ relationship may be mutually
beneficial.

b. Authorized Contact Persons: Subject to the City’s reservation of the right to
substitute positions authorized to contact the Law Firm, the City personnel
authorized to contact the Law Firm are as follow:

Mayor, Council Members, City Administrator, Planner, Fire Chief, Police Chief,
Public Works Director, City Finance Director, City Clerk.

Nicholas J. Vivian will act as lead attorney for the City. However, the parties
contemplate that other attorneys in the Law Firm will also be providing services
to the City subject, as always, to advance approval by the City.

c. City Approval: The City Council has approved the Law Firm’s past
performance of legal services for the City and the Law Firm is authorized to
commence performing services under this contract on January 1, 2011.

In
addition, by replacing the unit, the city will receive a new warranty, energy rebate, and a unit that is
more energy efficient.

As they have in the past, the City has received a letter from the Metropolitan Council Environmental Services
(MCES) related to the Inflow/Infiltration (I/T) Surcharge that is billed to the City. The surcharge program was
instituted for all communities that contribute excessive inflow and infiltration (I/T) into the Metropolitan
Wastewater Disposal System (MWDS). Bayport has been identified as one of those communities. The City has
been receiving a credit sufficient to cover the surcharge by completing studies, televising mains and metering
flows to determine the areas contributing I/I. The remaining cost for Bayport for 2010 and 2011 is $77,616.

In an effort to reduce and eliminate this I/I, the City initiated a closed circuit televising program and manhole
inspection of the sanitary sewers to identify problem areas. The intent was to review the total City over two
years and prepare a Capital Improvement Program (CIP) to reduce I/I on the City system. In 2010, the easterly
half of the City was televised and manholes inspected. Public Works also noted afier the televising was
completed that there were excessive flows on 5™ Street North from the south, so the segment, from 3™ Avenue
North to 5" Avenue North was also televised. The inspections showed there are some areas of cracked sanitary
sewer mains, a significant number of mains with heavy root intrusions at joints, a number of manholes still
constructed with bricks and blocks, and manhole castings that have open pick-holes. All of these are possible
areas for I/l into the sanitary sewer system. Also found on 5% Street North were two (2) service pipes that
showed significant clear water flowing into the sanitary sewer main. One of these homes presently has a sump
pump that discharges overland to 5™ Street North.

Although the City has been meeting the intent of the program by studying (televising and metering) and
submitting these costs, the City has not done any actual repair work to reduce the I/I. The MCES is looking for
corrective work and there has been discussions about not giving credits for study work and making the
surcharge a permanent part of the billings if corrective work is not done.

Based on the televising and manhole inspections that were completed, 1 am recommending that the City
authorize a project to start making I/l improvements. Improvements to correct the manhole issues found would
include replacement of substandard castings and lining of the block manholes. Repairs to the sanitary sewer
main would include either excavations to complete spot or full length (manhole to manhole) replacements of the
mains or installation of spot or total length resin liners. Along 5 Street North, a 6” drain pipe with 4” stubs
should be constructed (directionally bored) to collect the sump pump discharges.

The private services showing clear water should televised to see if there are defects to the service pipe or
unknown clear water connections (footing drains, roof drains, etc.) and the basements should be inspected to see
if there are sump pumps discharging into the sanitary sewer. These costs are the responsibility of the home
owner.

The costs and disruptions caused by excavation and replacement of the sanitary sewer is significant. The
installation of the resin liner is a done through existing manholes and eliminates the need to excavate and repair
existing streets, significantly reducing costs. With a lining program, the roots are cleaned and the liner installed,

The liners are designed to provide structural integrity (repair cracks) and providing pipe support, and seal the
joints to prevent I/T and roots from entering the pipe. Without a street improvement project, I would recommend
lining the sanitary sewer mains rather than excavations to replace pipes.

The estimated project costs to complete all of the repairs in the easterly half of the City reviewed is $625,365.
This is a significant cost that the City has not budgeted for, so I broke the investigation area into 4 smaller
segments to enable the City to start an I/I improvements project to help reduce I'I and to meet the goals of the
MCES. The following shows the estimated project costs for the segments. The 5™ Street North cost includes
$14,194 for the installation of a 6” drain pipe to collect the existing and future sump pump discharges. Public
Works has included $100,000 in the 2010 Water and Sewer Improvement Fund budget for sanitary sewer
improvements. The MCES will give credit for 100% of the manhole improvement costs, 100% of the casting
replacement costs and 50% of the sanitary sewer pipe lining costs. Attached is a cost breakdown.

{engincering, legal, administration).

I believe the priority for a project would be as follows:
1. 5™ Street North, 3" Avenue North to 5™ Avenue North — there is a spring in this area and 2 homes
are showing probable I/1,
2. Manhole Casting replacements and lining, Area 1 — this has some the lowest sewers, has experienced
I/ and had some I/I improvements started several years ago.
Pipe Lining, Area 1 — same as 2 above.
Manhole Casting replacements and lining, Area 2 — next lowest area in the City.
Pipe Lining, Area 2 — same as 4 above.
Area 3 —highest sewers.

I am recommending that the City Council at the September 7, 2010 Council Meeting direct staff to prepare an I/I
Improvement Project. The project should include the first 2 priority areas, the 5™ Street North area and manhole
lining and casting replacements in Area 1, the area east of TH 95 and south of Central Avenue. The estimated
project costs for these 2 areas is $109,140 (estimated construction $87,312). Construction costs less than
$100,000 would allow the City to reduce the time schedule for advertisement for bids.

BACKGROUND

At the July 6, 2010 City Council meeting, I put up a display of a wireless, push button activated, solar
powered, school crossing blinker sign system, which would be an option to consider to replace the
existing school crossing signs at the corner of 3™ Street and 2™ Avenue. Upon displaying the signs, 1
received a lot of positive feed back to move ahead with quotes and a formal presentation at the next
City Council meeting.

I received the following quotes:

Company System type Price

JSF Technologies Beacon $3,895-$5,863
Tapco Blinker $7,110.00
School Zone Safety Supply Blinker $6,595.00

Upon discussions with MNDOT, the Stillwater Area School District, and staff, they indicated they
preferred the blinker system over the beacon system. After careful review, I found that Tapco is the
better of the two quotes, which requires less assembly. In addition, Tapco has agreed to match the
price from School Zone Safety Supply. MNDOT has granted preliminary approval for the City to
replace the two existing signs with two new blinker signs and the Stillwater Area School District has
agreed to make a contribution toward the sign, of which the district will most likely be able to
contribute toward the purchase of the pole kit.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the City Council accept the donation from the Stillwater Area School District to
purchase the pole kit for the two new blinker signs and to accept the quote from Tapco for two new
blinker signs and poles for a purchase price of $6,595.00 (which excludes sales tax and shipping).

People’s Congregational Church has initiated a request to the City for curb, gutter and stormwater
improvements on 2™ Avenue North, along their property between 3™ Street North and 2™ Street North.
Pursuant to the City’s assessment policy, the project would require a cost participation of 50% from all
of the abutting property owners.

The City of Stillwater is working on a cost estimate for the improvement, and the City of Bayport is
working to secure participation from the other two property owners who would be impacted by the
improvement project. The other property owners on the block are a single-family dwelling and the
City of Bayport, as part of Perro Park abuts 2™ Avenue North in the area of the proposed
improvements.

The City has submitted a grant application to the Middle St. Croix Watershed Management
Organization for the installation of rain gardens along both sides of 2™ Avenue North to help mitigate
the stormwater run-off before it reaches Perro Creek. Should the City receive a grant, the funds will be
used to reduce the overall cost of the project.

RECOMMENDATION

To authorize the City Administrator to sign the petition for a curb, gutter and stormwater improvement
project along 2™ Avenue North, between 3™ Street North and 2" Street North, on behalf of the City of
Bayport, and to approve the attached resolution declaring the adequacy of the petition and ordering the
preparation of the feasibility study.
